


ADULTHOOD CAN BEAR EVEN GREAT CHANGES 

In 2023, we entered our 22nd year of existence. A period of real adulthood. This year, we experienced 
several changes that significantly affected us, but we believe that as an organization, we have reached 
a certain level of maturity and resilience. These changes did not bring us down; we had to cut back  
several activities, but we continued forward. 

During the year, two key employees left us, both ironically accepting job offers at ministries. In a small 
organization like ours, this could have been a change we couldn't withstand. But we managed it. 

We were unable to establish a collaboration with the strategic donor - the VELUX Foundation, and an-
other strategic donor informed us that the years 2023-24 would be their last in this region. 

However, we succeeded in securing EU funds, as during the year we were able to re-grant  
almost 1.8 million euro to NGOs supporting refugees from war-torn Ukraine. For the first time in histo-
ry, independent foundations were able to distribute funds from EU programs. This happened for the 
first and probably for the last time in a long period. 

At the end of the year, the newly elected coalition announced that NGOs are allegedly hostile to the 
new state representation and that there will be changes in the 2% mechanism and subsequently other 
restrictions. We will probably write about this in the next annual report. 

We have matured, we have withstood several changes in the past year, and we continue forward with 
an open future that may bring worsening situations for many vulnerable groups of citizens. They will 
still need our support.

SOCIA has been  
involved in the establishment of SocioForum since 2002 and its formalization as an independent  
association in 2012.

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OUR PROGRAMMES AND PROJECTS 

Early childhood intervention – the beginning of a lifetime cycle of services.  

Throughout this year, we continued our collaboration with the the Banská Bystrica Self-Governing  
Region under the signed memorandum. We reached an agreement with the provider SVI, the Early 
Childhood Intervention Center in Banská Bystrica, to open a second detached workplace for the  
districts of Zvolen, Detva, and Krupina, based in Zvolen. At the end of the year, the regional council  
approved an increase in the budget for early childhood intervention, laying the groundwork for the 
launch of this service in the first half of 2024. The Help to Others Foundation supported the renovation 
of workplace in Zvolen with a sum of 5,000 euro. The EPH Foundation is set to decide in early 2024 
whether to support the purchase of a new vehicle for the new detached workplace. 

In May, we participated in a global international conference on early childhood intervention in Prague. 
Vladislav Matej presented systemic changes in the development of early intervention in Slovakia during 
his contribution. 

In the second half of the year, we actively engaged in the interdepartmental working group on the 
Strategy and Action Plan for the Development of Coordinated Early Childhood Intervention and Early 
Care Services 2022-2030 in the creation of the document "The Child's Path through the Support System 
in Early Childhood." The document was approved by the Ministry of Labor, Social Affairs and Family at 
the end of the year. 

Activities supporting early intervention were made possible thanks to the 2% support from ING Bank, 
the support of a foundation/donor who prefers not to be named, and the Help to Others Foundation. 

 



SOCIA, as part of Places to Grow and the creation of a platform for early childhood  
development in Slovakia. 

Places to Grow is a space where early childhood development, education, and care have gained new  
content and momentum. Organizations from the Czech Republic, Hungary, and Slovakia are involved. 
The main goal is to strengthen relationships between organizations operating in the field of social  
services, education, advocacy, healthcare, as well as data management and verification. It supports the 
creation of national platforms that will oversee the development of early childhood at the local level 
and interdepartmental cooperation. 

SOCIA Foundation, along with the Carpathian Foundation, began working together to establish  
a platform for early childhood development in Slovakia. Our shared mission is to create a community 
of cooperation united by a single vision: to help every child and family realize the child's potential and 
the possibility of living a quality life. The platform focuses on improving the quality of support for early 
childhood development, promoting collaboration between organizations, supporting best practices, 
and advocating for the best interests and rights of all children. Our primary focus is on all children  
in early childhood (0-7 years old), with an emphasis on children at risk in their development. 

Among us and our members, we foster a culture of collaboration, knowledge sharing,  
experimentation, and continuous learning with the aim of bringing about systemic changes in the ECD/
ECEC sector (Early childhood development, education, and care). By building strong relationships with 
various stakeholders, advocating evidence-based policies, and supporting innovative practices, we  
strive to create a supportive environment in which every child and family can thrive. 

In line with these settings and beliefs, we reached out to selected organizations dedicated to children 
in early childhood. We chose them to ensure representation in various areas of child development 
work. Our first in-person meeting took place in November. At this meeting, all founding members  
identified systemic challenges in the Slovak Republic that significantly affect children from marginalized 
communities, including unequal access to quality education, healthcare, and social services. We  
formulated initial proposals for our shared vision, touched on goals, possible memberships, as well  
as challenges and obstacles. 



Independent Living Conference 

On October 3rd, 2023, the Social Work Advisory Board and the SOCIA Foundation, along with partners – 
CEDA Center of Design for All FAD STU, FORUM for Human Rights, Slovak Union of Supported Employ-
ment, National Council of Citizens with Disabilities in the Slovak Republic, and Accessible Centre EU – 
organized the 6th annual Independent Living Conference, with the theme: Participation. 

We addressed topics such as what participation is and what tools supporting the participation of peo-
ple with disabilities we have and can use. Other topics included participation in an active life 
(activation, employment), participation and accessibility (Accessible Centre EU), and the final block fo-
cused on participation and prevention of maltreatment. We discussed what tools we have for the pre-
vention of maltreatment, how we detect maltreatment, and how we monitor it. 

 
From the conclusions: We do not want to be dependent on the goodwill of officials, but we demand 
quality projects and quality control, in which citizens with disabilities are willing to cooperate. This will 
create a cultural environment for everyone.

Design for All  

Back in December 2021, we joined a joint project with Hungarian and Czech colleagues – Design for All. 
The aim was to discuss universal design, highlighting examples where it works and where it doesn't. 
We also collaborated on a new tool for assessing building accessibility, working closely with friends 
from CEDA  Center of Design for All at the Faculty of Architecture and Design STU. 

The project's final conference took place in January 2023. The outcomes of the conference, as well  
as reports and materials we prepared as part of the project, can be found here: Presentations from the 
conference: https://www.socia.sk/vystupy-z-konferencie-design-for-all/, Accessibility in Slovakia.

Building on the Design for All project, the Independent Living conference, and other foundation  
activities, we prepared the guide (UN)ACCESSIBLE BUILDINGS FOR EVERYONE (https://www.socia.sk/
wp-content/uploads/2023/01/Final_draft-1.pdf). This guide maps out not only the legal options for  
people with disabilities disadvantaged by the physical inaccessibility of public administration buildings 
or service providers. 

It briefly outlines the options a person can take if a public building is not barrier-free accessible. One 
can contact the operator or use extrajudicial remedies through official offices available in Slovakia. It 
briefly presents ways of legal proceedings aimed at achieving barrier-free accessibility of buildings.  
Finally, it is important to note that as citizens, we can also use other ways to highlight the issue of  
inaccessibility through community activities or media interventions.

Seniors 

We had to completely terminate the program aimed at seniors due to insufficient human and financial 
resources. 

 
Specific Support for Families - Prevention of Separation of Children from Biological Parents 

This year, we continued to support families in difficult or crisis situations. The fund was supported, as in 
previous years, by Mr. Andrej Jankuliak through his company ANJA s.r.o. 

In coordination with the organization OZ Návrat, we supported three families, and we directly  
supported one family. The total support provided to these families amounted to 1,250 euro. 

The targeted financial assistance was aimed at bridging increased living costs in crisis situations faced 
by families (e.g., large families, families with children with disabilities, loss of parental income, foster 
parents with a child with special needs, etc.). 

 



Helping People from Ukraine with Their Entry and Integration into the Slovak Republic – NGOs 

Non-governmental and non-profit organizations that have been providing humanitarian aid to refugees 
from Ukraine at the borders since February 24th, 2022, and later carried out integration activities for 
more than 100,000 displaced persons from Ukraine who obtained temporary refuge status in Slovakia, 
were able to apply for financial contributions to cover humanitarian and integration activities through-
out 2023, starting from March 3rd, 2023. The resources were distributed by a consortium of six founda-
tions led by the Open Society Foundation. 

From five open calls, the SOCIA Foundation supported 17 organizations with a total amount of 
1,752,307.46 euro. The national project "Helping People from Ukraine with Their Entry and Integration  
into the Slovak Republic – NGOs" is a joint response by the state and the non-profit sector to the crisis  
situation. It is the result of cooperation between public authorities, notably The Ministry of Labor,  
Social Affairs, and Family of the Slovak Republic, The Office of the Plenipotentiary for the Development 
of the Civil Society, The Ministry of Interior of the Slovak Republic, and representatives of the  
non-governmental sector. The project was implemented with the support of the European Social Fund 
and the European Regional Development Fund under the Operational Programme “Human  
Resources”.

Activities focused on generating financial resources for the 
foundation  

In this year, we had the exceptional opportunity to redistribute funds from the European Structural 
and Investment Funds (ESIF). This marked the first time in Slovakia's history that EU funds were  
re-granted through private independent foundations. Due to this, our income was several times higher 
than in 2022, totalling 1,752,307.46 euro. 

Our significant strategic donor in 2023 was a foundation that prefers not to be named, which provided 
us with an exit grant for two years totalling 192,000 euro. 

ING Bank supported us with a sum of 10,000 euro. This company has been supporting our foundation's  
development for 22 years. 

We continued our collaboration with The Help to Others Foundation from Hlohovec, which supported 
the establishment of the detached workplace CVI BB, n.o. in Zvolen and the training of early childhood 
intervention workers, with a total sum of 8,000 euro.  

From the revenue of the tax assignment (2%), we obtained a total sum of 6,308.69 euro. 

Andrej Jankuliak, through the company ANJA, also provided a sum of 5,000 euro in 2023 for the family  
support program in crisis.

counted for as foundation man-
agement expenses. At the time of 
budget preparation in 2022, we 
had not yet confirmed whether 
this project would be implement-
ed. 

The Foundation did not establish any endowment funds in 2023.  

Financial Result of the Foundation: In 2023, the Foundation achieved a post-tax operating result of 
28,975.10 euro, which will be allocated to the Reserve Fund on the 1st day of the following year. 

Accounts Receivable and Liabilities: As of December 31st, 2023, total receivables amounted to 
53,583.86 euro. These receivables consisted of advances provided to other organizations that were not 
reconciled by the end of the year, and receivables from the unpaid portion of subsidies for the EU Care 
project related to reimbursement of incurred payroll costs for project management in 2023. Total  
liabilities as of December 31st, 2023, were 3,173.73 euro. These comprised unpaid supplier invoices,  
obligations to the tax authority, and social fund obligations. 

Included in this financial report is the attached financial statement for the year 2023, including the 
auditor's opinion.
